Criteria for the Nora Staael Evert Physical Therapy Outstanding Service Award: General: Must have been a pt for a minimum of 5 years and a member of the MT chapter for a minimum of 3 years.

1. Professional Expertise

a. Clinical: Has demonstrated a high level of expertise in the clinical application of pt, providing services in a manner exceeding standards establishes as acceptable performance. This high quality care shall have been extended to all patients referred to the candidate and demonstrated on a continuing basis. 

b. Educational:

i. Has demonstrated an ability to effectively transmit knowledge, to instill positive professional attitudes and to stimulate analytical thinking in others.

ii. Has demonstrated the ability to effectively instruct patients and to secure their commitment to a program beneficial to their health.

c. Administrative: Has demonstrated organizational skills in providing an environment conducive to quality patient care and/or learning atmosphere.

2. Participation in the Professional Association
Shall have demonstrated a continuing interest in the development of the profession through active involvement in professional activities and through contributions to the knowledge of physical therapy, on the district, chapter, national, or international levels; i.e., committee appointments, committee chairmanships, offices held, participation in meetings, service on regulatory boards, legislative activity, etc.

3. Commitment to Education
Shall have demonstrated a commitment to education as evidenced by personal participation in continuing education and by active contributions to the education of others; i.e., publications, in-service, seminars, lectures, workshops, etc.
4. Public Relations and Community Service
Shall have demonstrated continuing significant contributions to the community; i.e., health groups, civic groups, city and stat boards and commissions, school boards, churches, etc.

5. Research
Shall have demonstrated a willingness to share contributions which have advanced the profession through increased knowledge, development of new techniques, and innovative applications of existing knowledge; i.e., publications, new devices, adaptations, etc.

These criteria have been stated in broad terms so that significant contributions of a nominee may fit into any one or several of them. It is also recognized that some well qualified nominees may not have made contribution in all areas, but it is expected that they will have made significant contributions in three or more of the areas.
